This play tells the story of Khanum, a child who survived the
Armenian Genocide after being left in his crib, hidden by
silence. In the chaos and horror that filled his village, his silence
proved to be the only thing that kept him alive. Khanum’s life
became a quiet, never ending journey. Each step forward
required strength he was too young to realize he possessed.
Adversity followed him, shaping him in both visible and unseen
ways, forcing him to grow up too quickly.

The play focuses on endurance, demonstrating that resilience is
not loud or heroic, but quiet and persistent. Through struggle
and setback, Khanum's journey becomes a portrait of getting
back up when the world gives you every reason to stay down
